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1 Introduction 
The Flic® Cordless Scanner works with a Bluetooth enabled host device, 
and the Microvision Flicware Cordless software to provide wireless 
connectivity. The Flicware Cordless Software for Pocket PC helps you to 
easily perform the following tasks on your Bluetooth enabled Pocket PC 
PDA: 

·  Easily connect to the scanner the first time. 

·  Automatically reconnect if the connection is broken. 

·  Upload the bar codes from the scanner to the PDA or computer. 

·  Display a scanned bar code, or insert it in a field in your 
application.  

·  Specify your Flic Cordless scanner’s settings (e.g., PIN code).

·  Flic Cordless Scanner  

·  Flicware Cordless Software for Pocket PC 

·  Bluetooth Enabled Pocket PC PDA 

·  Pocket PC Operating system: Pocket PC 2000, 2002, or 2003 

·  PC is required for the software installation

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2 Setting Up Your Pocket PC PDA 
The Flicware Cordless software for Pocket PC runs on a Pocket PC 
based PDA. 

You need to perform the tasks listed below to set up your PDA and your 
Flic Cordless Scanner to decode bar codes: 

1. Using your scanner, scan the Reconnect Control Bar Code that is 
recommended for your PDA.  These bar codes are listed in section 
2.1 Setting Up Your Scanner. 
 
Scan only the Reconnect Control Bar Code recommended for your 
PDA.  (Later, after you have completed all installation and 
configuration instructions and begun using the scanner, you may 
decide to try another bar code to improve reconnection times.) 

2. Install the Flicware Cordless software.  For instructions, see section 
2.2 Installing Flicware Cordless on the PDA.  

3. Configure Flicware Cordless on your PDA to connect to your 
scanner.  For instructions, see section 2.3 Configuring Flicware 
Cordless on the PDA. 

4. Select the plug-in that will receive the output from the scanner.  For 
more information, see section 4.7 Selecting a Plug-In for Uploaded 
Bar Code Data.  

5. Exit the program at the end of your session to save your changes. 
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2.1 Setting Up Your Scanner 

Before you can use a Flic Cordless Scanner, you must set it up to work 
with your PDA.  To do so, scan the appropriate Reconnect Control Bar 
Code for your PDA type.  This bar code configures your scanner to quickly 
reconnect with your PDA. 

After a scanner is disconnected (e.g., goes to sleep), it should 
automatically reconnect when the scanner’s button is pressed.  A normal 
reconnect time can vary from under 5 seconds to up to 25 seconds after 
the scanner button is pressed. 

The recommended Reconnect Control Bar Code for scanners connecting 
to your PDA should cause the reconnect to occur within 25 seconds.  If it 
does not, scan the alternate bar code listed for your PDA, and check the 
reconnect time.  If it still does not reconnect quickly, and a third bar code 
alternative is shown, try that bar code as well. 

NOTE: Older Flic scanners are not compatible with these Reconnect 
Control Bar Code configurations.  If you are using an older scanner that is 
incompatible, the scanner will give a single, low-tone beep.  If the scanner 
gives the standard high-pitch beep, then it is compatible. 

The default setting for all scanners (old and new) is Reconnect Control 
Bar Code A.  If the code A setting is recommended for your PDA (see 
below), then no action is required.  However, if another reconnect bar 
code is recommended, and you hear the low-tone beep when you scan it, 
contact your customer representative. 

A scanner needs to be set up only once (i.e., don’t scan the Reconnect 
Control Bar Code before every scanning session).  The last Reconnect 
Control Bar Code that you scan is the one that takes effect; if you scan 
the wrong bar code, simply scan the correct one to correctly set up the 
scanner.  Every scanner that you want to use with a PDA must be set up. 

NOTE: If you scan the Default Settings Bar Code located in the Scanner 
Operator’s Guide, you may need to rescan the Reconnect Control Bar 
Code, also.  The Default Settings Bar Code returns the scanner to the 
Reconnect Control Bar Code A setting, which is the default.  If the code A 
setting is not recommended for your PDA (see below) then rescan the 
correct reconnect bar code.  

The list of PDA types and their recommended (and alternate) Reconnect 
Control Bar Codes are as follows:

The default setting for all Flic Cordless Scanners is the one set 
up by Reconnect Control Bar Code A.  Therefore, if this is the 
PDA type you are using, you do not need to scan this bar code 
to set up your scanners.

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2.2 Installing Flicware Cordless on the PDA 

1. Download the software to your PC from www.flicscanner.com or 
from the Flicware Cordless CD (if you were given one). 

2. Connect your PDA to the PC and enable Active Sync.  

3. In Windows Explorer, double click the FC_PPC_Insta ll.exe file that 
you downloaded.   (You may need to unzip the file first.  If so, 
simply follow the on-screen instructions.) 

4. Click Yes when asked, “Do you want to install Flicware Cordless on 
your PDA?” 

5. Click Yes on the Found Pocket PC dialog box. 

6. If you receive the following message, click Yes. 

 

7. If you want to install Flicware Cordless into the default directory on 
the PDA, click Yes on the Installing Applications dialog box. 
 
If you want to install the application to a different location, click No. 
Select the new location by clicking one of the options in the Save In 
field’s drop-down menu on the Select Destination Media dialog box. 
Click OK. 

8. Click OK on the Application Downloading Complete message box. 

9. Reboot the PDA. 
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2.3 Configuring Flicware Cordless on the PDA 

After you have installed Flicware Cordless software on the PDA, you can 
configure it to work with your scanner. 

1. Some PDAs require that the Bluetooth radio be turned on prior to 
launching a Bluetooth application, while others will start the radio 
automatically when the application is selected. 
 
Verify that the Bluetooth radio on the PDA is on, if required.  If it is 

off, turn it on by clicking the  Bluetooth icon at the bottom of the 
Today screen, and selecting Turn radio ON from the pop-up menu.   

2. Launch the application by selecting Start > Programs > FC on the 
PDA. 
 
The Flicware Cordless window displays, and the  Flicware 
Cordless icon is added to the bottom of the Today screen.  
 
(The icon has a dark background because Flicware is not 
connected to a scanner. When Flicware connects with a scanner, 
the icon has a light background.) 

3. Press the scanner button to put it in discoverable mode (the 
scanner’s LED should double-blink in this mode). 
 
Flicware automatically searches for all discoverable scanners.  
When Flicware detects a scanner, it adds the scanner name to the 
Devices In Range window.  If your scanner is not detected, press 
the scanner button again and click Search. 

4. Highlight the scanner you want to use, and click 
Add.  The scanner displays in the My Device 
window. Notice that the status is Connecting. 
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5. The Bluetooth Passkey window appears.  
Type the PIN code in the Bluetooth Passkey 
field. The default value is 0000 (four zeros).  

6. Click ok in the top right corner. 

 

 

 

7. The Flicware window is minimized, and the 
Terminal window displays. 
 
Test the scanner’s connection by scanning a 
bar code.  The bar code data should appear 
in the Terminal window.  

8. Flicware uses plug-ins to determine where to 
send the decoded bar codes uploaded by the 
scanner. If you need to change the plug-in 
that the scanner is currently using, follow the 
directions in section 4.6 Selecting a Plug-In for Uploaded Bar Code 
Data. 

 

2.4 Exiting Flicware on the PDA 

Any time that you change the Flicware configuration, you should exit the 
application to save your changes.  Each time you exit, Flicware saves 
information about the scanner and your preferences. 

When you do not make changes, you can leave the program running 
when you shut down the PDA. 
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3 Flicware Main Window 
The Flicware Main Window is divided into two 
sections: the discoverable scanners (Devices in 
Range window), and the scanner that is in use (My 
Device window).   These two screen sections are 
discussed in this chapter. 

Additionally, there are two buttons on this window: 

Exit Click this button to quit Flicware and 
save the configuration information.  
When you exit the application, the 
scanner automatically disconnects. 

About Click this button to display which version of Flicware is 
running on your PDA. 

When Flicware is active, the  Flicware icon is added to the bottom of 
the Today screen. This icon displays with a darker background when you 
do not have an active connection to a scanner. It changes to a lighter 
background when Flicware connects to a scanner. 

3.1 Devices in Range 

The Devices in Range window displays all discoverable 
scanners within reception range of your PDA’s Bluetooth.  

Once found, the following information displays for each 
discoverable scanner: 

Name (and Bluetooth device address) 
Name assigned to the scanner.  The default is Cordless.  The 
name can be changed with the Settings button (see section 4.5 
Setting a Scanner’s Options). 
 
In parentheses, after the scanner name, is the Bluetooth device 
address of the scanner. 

The Search/Stop and Add buttons are described in section 4. Using 
Flicware. 
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3.2 My Device 

The My Device window shows which scanner is 
currently paired to Flicware.  A paired scanner is the 
scanner that Flicware can accept data from, or send 
commands to, after a connection is made.  Flicware can 
be paired with only one scanner at a time.  

The following information displays for the paired scanner: 

Status 
Shows the status of the scanner’s connection, which can be 
Connecting (Flicware is trying to connect to the scanner), 
Connected (the scanner is awake, and ready to upload bar 
codes), or Disconnected (the scanner is out of range, has been 
manually disconnected, or is asleep). 

Name (and Bluetooth device address) 
Shows the name of the scanner.  Beside the name, in 
parentheses, is the scanner’s Bluetooth device address. 

Auto Connect 
Shows whether Flicware will automatically reconnect the 
scanner after you restart the application, the scanner has gone 
out of range, or when the scanner has fallen asleep.  The box is 
checked if auto-connect is on, which is the default.  You can 
select/deselect this box to turn the feature on and off. 

The Connect/Disconnect, Plugin, and Settings buttons are discussed in 
section 4. Using Flicware. 
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4 Using Flicware 
4.1 Searching for Scanners 

In order to use the scanner, Flicware must first locate it.  The Search 
button on the Flicware Main Window lets you find all discoverable 
scanners within range of your PDA’s Bluetooth. 

If the scanner in the My Device section is disconnected, Flicware 
automatically performs a search. 

NOTE: Search will not find scanners that are connected to Flicware on 
this PDA, or on any other PDA or PC.  You may want to uncheck the Auto 
Connect box in the My Device window, and click Disconnect before using 
Search. 

To Search For a Scanner: 

1. Launch Flicware. 

2. Press the scanner button to put it in discoverable mode. 

3. Click Search in the Devices in Range 
window to find all discoverable scanners. 
 
If Flicware does not find your scanner, press 
the scanner’s button again, and click Search 
a second time to restart the search. 
 
During the search, the Search button 
changes to Stop.  If desired, you can click 
Stop to end the search. 
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4.2 Adding a Scanner 

The Add button lets you specify which scanner you want to use; this 
“pairs” a scanner to your PDA’s Flicware.  You must first find the scanner 
using the Search button (see the section 4.1 Searching for Scanners). 

Only one scanner at a time can be added.  If you are using one scanner 
and want to use a different one, simply perform a new search, then add 
the new scanner as described here. 

NOTE:  Do not use your scanner before you add it to My Device and 
configure its plug-in.  When you add a scanner, its default plug-in is 
Terminal.  Flicware attempts to connect the scanner automatically after 
you add it.  Therefore, any data already stored in the scanner will be sent 
to the Terminal plug-in after it is added and connected.  For more 
information about plug-ins, refer to section 4.6 Selecting a Plug-In for 
Uploaded Bar Code Data. 

To Add a Scanner: 

1. Highlight the desired scanner in the Devices in 
Range window.  

2. Click Add. 

3. The scanner information is copied to the My 
Device window.  

4. The Auto Connect box is checked by default. 
 
Flicware tries to connect with the scanner, and 
the status of the scanner is Connecting. 
 
You may need to press the scanner button again to put it in 
discoverable mode. 
 
You may also be prompted to enter the Bluetooth PIN code (0000, 
four zeros, is the default) in the Bluetooth Passkey window. 

5. Refer to the section 4.3 Connecting a Scanner for more information 
on the connection process. 
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4.3 Connecting a Scanner 

Once the scanner has been added to the My Device window (see section 
4.2 Adding a Scanner), it must be connected to Flicware before you can 
upload bar code data. 

The Auto Connect box in the My Device window is checked by default 
when you add a scanner.  If the box remains checked, Flicware will 
automatically try to connect the scanner, and you do not need to do 
anything except press the scanner button to put it in discoverable mode. 

While the Auto Connect box is checked, Flicware will also reconnect 
automatically if the Bluetooth connection is broken.  While the scanner is 
disconnected, any codes scanned are saved in the scanner’s memory.  
Then, when the Bluetooth connection is reestablished, Flicware 
automatically reconnects and uploads all the saved bar codes.  (For more 
information on reasons for disconnections, refer to the Disconnected entry 
in the Glossary.) 

If the Auto Connect box is not checked, you need to manually connect the 
scanner. 

NOTE: If Auto Connect is checked, you should not click the Connect 
button.  If you want to manually connect the scanner, deselect the Auto 
Connect box. 
 

NOTE: When you connect a scanner, there may be a time lag of about 5 
seconds between when Flicware and the scanner each recognize the 
connection. 
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To Connect a Scanner: 

1. After a scanner has been added to My 
Device, the Auto Connect box is checked by 
default.  Simply press the scanner button to 
put the scanner in discoverable mode. 
 
If the box is not checked, click the Connect 
button.  

2. Flicware tries to connect with the scanner, 
and the status of the scanner is “Connecting.” 
 
You may need to press the scanner button 
again to put it in discoverable mode.  

3. You may also be prompted to enter the Bluetooth PIN code (0000, 
four zeros, is the default) in the Bluetooth Passkey window. 

4. The terminal window displays, and Flicware is minimized. 
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4.4 Disconnecting a Scanner 

You may use more than one scanner to collect data.  However, you can 
pair only one scanner at a time with your PDA’s Flicware. 

The Disconnect button is used when you want to swap out the currently 
paired scanner for another scanner.  First disconnect the scanner that is 
currently displayed in the My Device window.  Then, pair the new scanner 
to Flicware (see section 4.2 Adding a Scanner). 

A scanner can be automatically disconnected when a specified time 
elapses after the scanner last sends data to Flicware (see section 4.5.3 
Changing a Scanner�s Timer Settings). 

NOTE: If Auto Connect box is checked, you should uncheck it before you 
click the Disconnect button. 
 

NOTE: When you disconnect a scanner, there may be time lag of about 
5 seconds between when Flicware and the scanner each recognize the 
disconnection. 

To Disconnect a Scanner: 

1. Uncheck the Auto Connect box (if it currently checked). 

2. Click the Disconnect button. 
 
Flicware closes the Bluetooth radio connection between Flicware 
and the scanner shown in the My Device window. 
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4.5 Setting a Scanner’s Options 

The Settings button lets you change various options for the selected 
scanner.  The options you can change are as follows: 

Name 
This is the name of the scanner; it displays when you search for 
scanners.  You can use this field to personalize a scanner.  The 
default name for all scanners is Cordless. 

If you change the name of a scanner, you must take additional 
steps after changing it on this window, as described in section 
4.5.1 Changing a Scanner Name. 

PIN Code 
This is also called the Bluetooth passkey.  It is used to 
authenticate the scanner.  The default is 0000 (four zeros). 

If you change a scanner’s PIN code, you must take additional 
steps after changing it on this window, as described in section 
4.5.2 Changing a Scanner PIN Code. 

The buttons on the Settings window let you Cancel (close the window 
without saving any changes), Save (send the new parameters to the 
scanner), set new Timer Settings (see section 4.5.3 Changing a 
Scanner’s Timer Settings), or restore the scanner’s Default settings (see 
section 4.5.4 Restoring a Scanner’s Default Settings). 

NOTE: When you display the Settings window, sometimes the Name and 
PIN fields have symbols in them instead of alphanumeric characters. 

DO NOT CLICK SAVE. 

Click Cancel, then click the Settings button again.  If you do click Save by 
mistake, call Customer Support for additional assistance. 
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To Set a Scanner’s Options: 

1. Verify that the scanner you want to set options for is in the My 
Device window.  If it is not, see the section 4.2 Adding a Scanner 
for instructions. 

2. Press the scanner button to ensure that it is awake. 

3. Click Settings. The Settings window appears. 

4. Make your changes. 

5. Click Save. 

6. A confirmation message displays.  Click OK. 
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4.5.1 Changing a Scanner Name 

After you change a scanner’s name (using the Settings window, as 
described in 4.6 Setting a Scanner�s Options) you must take further steps 
to ensure that the name change takes effect. 

To Change a Scanner Name: 

1. Enter the new scanner name via the Settings window. 
 
Flicware returns you to the main window. 

2. Uncheck the Auto Connect box, and click 
Disconnect.  

3. Press the scanner button to put it in discoverable 
mode. 

4. Click Search in the Devices in Range window. 

5. The scanner may (or may not) display with the 
new scanner name.  Highlight the scanner name 
(even if it is the old name) in the Devices in 
Range window, and click Add. 

6. The scanner displays in the My Device window.  If it still displays 
with the old scanner name, repeat steps 2 through 5 (to search for 
and add the scanner again). 

7. The scanner should now display in the My Device window with its 
new name. 
 
The scanner should connect automatically.  If it does not, see 
section 4.3 Connecting a Scanner for information on manually 
connecting the scanner. 
 
Remember to set the appropriate plug-in for the scanner, as 
described in section 4.6 Selecting a Plug-In for Uploaded Bar Code 
Data). 
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4.5.2 Changing a Scanner PIN Code 

After you change a scanner’s PIN code (using the Settings window, as 
described in 4.6 Setting a Scanner�s Options) you must take further steps 
to ensure that the PIN code change takes effect. 

NOTE: Before you make the PIN code change, it is best to set the 
scanner’s plug-in to Terminal.  Otherwise, you may encounter problems 
that require you to reboot your PDA. 

To Change a Scanner PIN Code: 

1. From the My Device window, change the scanner’s plug-in to 
Terminal. 

2. Enter the new PIN code via the Settings window.  Flicware returns 
you to the main window. 

3. Hold down the scanner button for 10 seconds; it will give three 
quick beeps in confirmation.  (This lets the scanner “unpair” itself 
from Flicware.) 

4. The Bluetooth Passkey window should display. 
 
Enter the new PIN code in the Passkey field and 
click ok in the top right corner. 

5. The scanner displays in the My Device window. 
 
The scanner should connect automatically.  If it 
does, select the appropriate plug-in for the 
scanner, as described in section 4.6 Selecting a 
Plug-In for Uploaded Bar Code Data). 
 
If the scanner does not connect, go on to step 6. 
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6. If the scanner did not connect in step 5, uncheck the 
Auto Connect button and click Disconnect. 

7. Press the scanner button to put it in discoverable 
mode. 

8. Click Search in the Devices in Range window. 

9. Highlight the scanner name in the Devices in Range 
window, and click Add. 
 
The scanner should connect automatically.  If it does 
not, see section 4.3 Connecting a Scanner for information on 
manually connecting the scanner. 
 
Remember to set the appropriate plug-in for the scanner, as 
described in section 4.6 Selecting a Plug-In for Uploaded Bar Code 
Data). 
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4.5.3 Changing a Scanner’s Timer Settings 

The Timer Settings button on the Settings window lets you change several 
timer settings for your scanner.  The types of timers are as follows: 

Listen This is the amount of time in minutes that the scanner 
stays discoverable when it is not listed in the My Device 
window.  The default value is 5 minutes. 

Connect This is the amount of time in seconds that the scanner 
remains connected after the button is last pressed.  The 
default value is 60 seconds. 
 
To keep the scanner connected indefinitely, enter 0.  The 
scanner will remain connected until it moves out of range 
of the PDA’s Bluetooth, or you use the Disconnect button 
on the My Device window. 

Limit This is the amount of time in seconds that the scanner 
stays discoverable after an involuntary disconnection 
when it is listed in the My Device window. The default 
value is 60 seconds. 

Sleep This is the interval in minutes that the scanner will wait 
between attempts to transmit stored bar codes.  The 
default value is 60 minutes.  With this value, when the 
scanner has bar codes in memory and it is disconnected, 
the scanner wakes up once an hour and attempts to 
reconnect. 

NOTE: When you increase the amount of time that the scanner is active, 
you decrease the scanner’s battery life. 
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To Change a Scanner’s Timer Settings: 

1. Verify that the scanner you want to change timer settings for is in 
the My Device window. 

2. Click Settings. 

3. Click Timer Settings.  

 

 

 

 

 

4. Make your changes, and click 
Save. 

5. A confirmation message displays.  
Click OK. 

6. The Settings window redisplays.  
Click Save. 

7. A confirmation message displays.  
Click OK.  
 
You are returned to the main Flicware window. 
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4.5.4 Restoring a Scanner’s Default Settings 

Once you have restored a scanner’s default settings (using the Settings 
window, as described in 4.6 Setting a Scanner�s Options) you must take 
further steps to ensure that the new settings take effect. 

Note that the scanner name is not restored to the default setting; the last 
name assigned to it is kept. 

To Restore a Scanner’s Default Settings: 

1. Click the Default Settings button on the Settings window. 

2. You are asked if you are sure.  Click Yes. 

3. A confirmation message displays.  Click OK. 

4. Click the Exit button to exit from Flicware. 

5. Hold down the scanner button for 10 seconds to ensure the 
scanner is no longer paired with Flicware. 

6. Relaunch Flicware. 

7. Press the scanner button to place it in discoverable mode. 

8. Flicware automatically searches for all discoverable scanners.  (If 
your scanner is not found, press the scanner button again, and 
click Search). 

9. Highlight the scanner name in the Devices in Range window, and 
click Add. 

10. When the Bluetooth Passkey window displays, 
enter 0000 (four zeros is the default PIN code) 
in the Bluetooth Passkey field.  Click ok in the 
top right corner. 

11. The scanner displays in the My Device window. 
 
The scanner should connect automatically.  If it 
does not, see section 4.3 Connecting a 
Scanner for information on manually connecting 
the scanner. 
 
Remember to set the appropriate plug-in for the scanner, as 
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described in section 4.6 Selecting a Plug-In for Uploaded Bar Code 
Data).

4.6 Selecting a Plug-In for Uploaded Bar Code Data 

Flicware uses plug-ins to determine where to send the decoded bar codes 
uploaded by the scanner.  You can use one of the following plug-ins: 

Terminal 
Use the Terminal to display the scanned bar codes. You can 
use the Terminal to check the types and values of scanned bar 
codes, or to verify that your scanner is working correctly. When 
you select Terminal, Flicware opens a Terminal window.  This is 
the default plug-in. 

KEmul 
KEmul is a keyboard emulator. Select KEmul when you want to 
quickly and easily integrate the scanner with multiple 
applications, such as Word, Excel, an HTML form, a database, 
or a custom application. With KEmul, you can input the bar 
codes read by the scanner into the selected field of your 
application. When you select KEmul, Flicware adds the  
KEmul icon to the bottom of the Today screen. 

To Select a Plug-In: 

1. Verify that the scanner you want to select a plug-in for is in the My 
Device window.  If it is not, see the section 4.2 Adding a Scanner 
for instructions. 

2. Click the Plugin button in the My Device window. 

3. The Plugins window displays. 
 
Select the appropriate plug-in from the Plugins 
window. 

4. Click Select. 
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4.6.1 Changing the Prefix and Suffix Characters in KEmul 

You can have KEmul add a keystroke before and after the scanned bar 
code. These can be used to navigate an application window, or to add a 
particular character to each bar code. 

For example, you can set the suffix character to a Space to separate bar 
codes in a Word document. Or, you can set the prefix character to Tab, 
and the suffix character to Return, to tab to the second field in a database, 
input the bar code, and then submit the information. 

NOTE:  The RETURN prefix will not work with the Pocket Excel 
application. 

To Set the KEmul Options: 

1. After you have selected KEmul from the Plugins 
window, the  KEmul icon is added to the 
bottom of the Today screen.  

2. Click the KEmul icon with the right-mouse 
button, and select Show from the pop-up menu. 
 
The KEmul window displays. 

 

3. To set the Prefix character, click the down arrow 
in the Prefix field.  Select one of the options that 
displays in the pull-down menu.  To clear this 
field, select the NONE option. 
 
Alternatively, check the Other box, and enter a 
keystroke in the Other field.  To clear this field, 
uncheck the Other box. 

4. To set the Suffix character, click the down arrow 
in the Suffix field.  Select one of the options that 
displays in the pull-down menu.  To clear this 
field, select the NONE option. 
 
Alternatively, check the Other box, and enter a keystroke in the 
Other field.  To clear this field, uncheck the Other box. 

5. Click OK. 
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4.7 Scanning Bar Codes  

A scanner can scan bar codes when it is either connected or 
disconnected to Flicware.  When scanning while connected, the bar code 
data is uploaded to Flicware in real time.  When scanning while 
disconnected, the bar code data is stored and later uploaded when the 
scanner is connected. 

When you are scanning while connected, do not scan bar codes faster 
than one per second.  If you are scanning bar code data faster than the 
Bluetooth connection can transmit it, the scanner’s LED will emit a long 
flash every two seconds.  Pause scanning until the LED returns to a single 
quick flash every two seconds. 

When the scanner is disconnected, it stores all scanned bar codes in 
memory. (A scanner can be disconnected for many reasons; refer to the 
Disconnected entry in the Glossary for more information.)  If the scanner 
is paired and auto-connect is selected, Flicware automatically reconnects 
with the scanner when it comes back in range of the PDA’s Bluetooth 
radio signal.  The scanner’s LED emits a long flash every second during 
the upload. 

While the scanner is uploading the stored data, do not scan additional bar 
codes.  This could interfere with the data upload.  Wait for the scanner to 
give a brief musical alert, signaling that the upload is complete.  The 
scanner’s LED will return to the single quick flash every two seconds. 

To Scan Bar Codes Using the Terminal Plug-In: 

1. Launch Flicware. 

2. Check that you have the Terminal plug-in selected for the scanner 
in the My Device window. 

3. Press the scanner button to put it in discoverable mode. 

4. Wait until Flicware connects to the scanner. The Terminal window 
will open. 

5. Begin scanning bar code data with your scanner. The bar code 
data should appear in the Terminal window. 
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To Scan Bar Codes Using the KEmul Plug-In: 

1. Launch Flicware. 

2. Check that you have the KEmul plug-in selected for the scanner in 
the My Device window. 

3. Press the scanner button to put it in discoverable mode. 

4. Wait until Flicware connects to the scanner. The  KEmul icon 
appears in the lower right side of the screen. 

5. Open the application that will receive the bar code data.  This can 
be a word processing application, a spreadsheet, a database, or 
any other application. 

6. Place the cursor where you want the bar code data to appear. 

7. Begin scanning bar code data with your scanner.  The bar code 
data should appear in the destination application.  If the data does 
not appear, check that the destination application is active, and is 
the front window on the PDA. 

NOTE: If you scan bar code data while the scanner is disconnected from 
Flicware, be certain that the destination application is the front window on 
the PDA BEFORE the scanner is reconnected.  Otherwise, your data will 
upload into whichever application is currently the active (front) window on 
your PDA. 

For example, assume you are scanning while outside the range of your 
PDA’s Bluetooth radio signal.  Before you return the scanner within 
Bluetooth range, first verify that the scanner is paired (displayed in the My 
Device window) and the Auto Connect box is checked.  Then, open the 
destination application, and keep it as the active (front) window.  Finally, 
bring the scanner back into Bluetooth range.  The scanner will 
successfully upload its stored bar code data to the destination application. 
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5 Glossary 
The following terms are used frequently in this user’s guide: 

Asleep 
The scanner is not ready to send or receive data.  The scanner 
saves battery power in this mode. 

Awake 
The scanner is ready to send or receive data.  Press the 
scanner button once to put the scanner in awake mode. 

Connected 
The scanner is paired with Flicware and awake.  If the auto-
connect feature is being used, the connection with a paired and 
awake scanner occurs automatically; if not, you must click the 
Connect button to connect with a paired and awake scanner.  
The scanner will then receive data from, or send it to, Flicware. 

Disconnected 
The scanner is still paired with Flicware (its name should be in 
the My Device window), but Flicware does not recognize it as 
being able to send or receive information. 
 
Examples of broken connections are: when the scanner moves 
out of range of the PDA’s Bluetooth radio signal; the scanner 
goes to sleep; the scanner loses power; you remove the battery 
door; the PDA goes into standby mode; when the PDA is turned 
off; or when you click the Disconnect button on the My Device 
window.  

Discoverable 
The scanner is awake and ready to be recognized by Flicware.  
Press the scanner button once to put the scanner in 
discoverable mode. (This is typically done before you Search or 
Connect a scanner.) 

Paired 
A paired scanner is the only scanner that Flicware will use.  
When directed to, Flicware will connect with the paired scanner 
and accept data from, or send commands to, that scanner.  
Only one scanner at a time can be paired with Flicware.  The 
paired scanner’s name displays in the My Device window. 
 
Note that a paired scanner is not necessarily connected to 
Flicware.  For a scanner to send data to a plug-in, first pair the 
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scanner (via the Add button), then connect it (see the 
Connected entry in this Glossary).  

Plug-In 
Device that the scanner’s data will be passed to.  The two types 
of plug-ins (Terminal and Keyboard Emulation) are described in 
the section 4.6 Selecting a Plug-In for Uploaded Bar Code Data.  

 

5.1 Interpreting Scanner LED Flashes 

Each scanner flashes a light from an LED located right above the scanner 
button.  The type of flash emitted shows the scanner’s current state. 

No Flash 
When the LED is not flashing at all, the scanner is asleep. 

One Flash 
When the LED is flashing once every two seconds, the scanner 
is connected. 

Two Flashes 
When the LED is emitting two quick flashes every two seconds, 
the scanner is awake (but not connected). 

One Long Flash 
When the LED emits one long flash every two seconds, the 
scanner is connected and transmitting bar code data.  However, 
it is scanning data faster than the Bluetooth connection can 
send it.  Pause scanning until the scanner returns to the One 
Flash mode. 

One Long Rapid Flash 
When the LED emits one long flash every second, the scanner 
is connected and transmitting stored bar code data.  This data 
was stored in the scanner while it was disconnected from 
Flicware (e.g., while scanning out of range of the PDA’s 
Bluetooth). 

Pause scanning until the upload is complete.  At the end of the 
upload, the scanner gives a brief musical alert to confirm the 
transmission is complete.  The scanner also returns to the One 
Flash mode. 
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6 Trouble Shooting 
Settings Window Displays Symbols, Not Characters 

When you display the Settings window, sometimes the Name and PIN 
Code fields have symbols in them instead of alphanumeric characters.  
DO NOT CLICK SAVE.  Click Cancel, then select the Settings button 
again.  If you do click Save by mistake, call Customer Support for 
additional assistance. 

Two Flicware Icons in Programs Folder; None on Start 
Menu 

Occasionally, two Flicware icons will display at one time in the Programs 
Folder, and none on the Start Menu.  This will not affect Flicware 
performance.  However, you may delete one of the icons, if you wish to. 

Entered Wrong Bluetooth PIN, Prompt Won’t 
Redisplay 

The Bluetooth connection software will allow only a small number of 
incorrect PIN code entries (the number varies, depending on your PDA) 
before it stops displaying the Bluetooth Passkey window.  If this happens, 
exit Flicware, wait about 5 seconds, then relaunch Flicware. 

Settings Window Does Not Display 
If you click the Settings button, and the Settings window does not display, 
verify the scanner is connected.  Click Settings again. 

If the Settings window still does not display, exit Flicware, wait about 5 
seconds, then relaunch Flicware.  Press the scanner button to verify that it 
is awake, and check that the scanner’s status is Connected.  Click 
Settings again. 

Clicking Connect Aborts Scanner Connection 
When the Auto Connect box is checked, clicking the Connect button 
aborts Flicware’s attempts to connect the scanner.  If the connection is not 
being made through auto-connect, press the scanner button to ensure it is 
awake, then wait about 5 seconds for the auto-connect feature to work.  
Alternately, uncheck the Auto Connect box, and connect the scanner 
manually (see section 4.3 Connecting a Scanner). 

If this does not work, try disconnecting the scanner, then search for, add, 
and connect it again (refer to section 4. Using Flicware for information on 
the buttons that perform these functions). 
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After Exiting Flicware, Can’t Relaunch It 
You need to wait 5 to 10 seconds between exiting and relaunching 
Flicware.  This gives the software time to fully close down before 
restarting. 

Scanner is Sending Data, but Scanner Status is 
Disconnected 

If the currently paired scanner is successfully sending data to the 
specified plug-in (the scanner LED is flashing one long pulse), but the 
scanner’s status in the My Device window is Disconnected, there may be 
a problem with Flicware.  Exit Flicware, wait about 5 seconds, and 
relaunch Flicware.  If the problem persists, contact Customer Service. 

General Scanner Difficulties 
If you are having persistent problems with a scanner, try these actions 
individually in the order shown, until the problems are resolved: 

·  Exit Flicware, wait about 5 seconds, then relaunch Flicware. 

·  Disconnect, Search, and Add the scanner (see section 4 Using 
Flicware for information on these functions). 

·  Reboot the PDA. 

·  Hold down the scanner button for 10 seconds. 

·  Cycle the power by removing the scanner’s batteries, then restoring 
them.
